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An Analysis of Literacy Quality of Xibo

Abstract: This paper conducts a comparatively speaking comprehensive and specific comparison of and examination on the lit-
eracy quality of Xibo population with the method of quantitative analysis. The research reveals that the indexes related to the
literacy quality of Xibo population. such as the number of people of different literacy levels in every ten thousand people. the
percentage of Xibo undergraduates at universities, the percentage of technical personnel, the literacy rate and the average
comprehensive rate of educational level are higher than the average percentages in Xinjiang and other parts of China, ranking
high among the 56 ethnic groups and Xibo women being among the top ones.
